5/8� open-end wrench
7/16� open-end wrench

PROCEDURES (ROAD KING MODELS):
Begin by placing bike on the side stand.

1. �Remove the rear seat from the bike. Save the rear Phillips-head 
screw and bracket. They will be reused.

2. �Next, with 5/8� wrench, remove the two bolts on rear of solo front. 
Remove seat.

NOTE: On FLT, FLHT and FLHS models, remove the rear mount screw 
and remove seat. Proceed with 3 and 4.

3. �Install seat, positioning rear bracket to line up with hole in fender. 
Remove seat and tighten the screws holding the bracket.

4. �Reinstall seat and attach the rear bracket to fender reusing the stock 
mounting screw.

1. The pad assembly 
adjusts up and down 
by engaging into a 
series of detents.

2. Tighten U-mounts to maintain the desired resistance. (Ref. A)

CAUTION: Do not operate motorcycle if bolts are loose to the point  
of vibration.

3. Adjust knurled knob for the desired angle. (Ref. B)
